Acceptance letters for currently enrolled children and their siblings 
will come home in backpacks after March 6 **Note: If you plan to 
change after you have been accepted and after priority registration 
ends you will be added to bottom of the list. Priority ends March 
6th and it becomes first come first served.  

 School-wide conferences are scheduled for March 1st and 2nd. There 
will be no preschool these two days as the teachers will be in 
conferences.  Please make arrangements to have someone care for 
your child while you are in a conference. The teachers have put 
much effort in assessing your child and your undivided attention is 
appreciated.   

 March 16th is a makeup day and we will have school. Our policy 
states we do not have to makeup days missed from inclement 
weather, however, our teachers are awesome and were able to make 
this day work. We will plan to have school April 30th as well. Be 
sure to update your calendars as these were days we originally 
planned to be out.
